Hershel Daniel Miller, of Plumerville, passed away Tuesday, December 4,
2012. He was born December 3, 1925 in Plumerville, Arkansas, a son of A.D.
Miller and Jewel Chandler Miller. 

 Hershel served aboard the USS Bismark Sea during World War II. He was
aboard the Bismark Sea when it was attacked by two Kamikaze pilots off the
coast of Iwo Jima. He jumped off the ship just before the second kamikaze
crashed into the ship causing it to sink on February 21, 1945. He was adrift in
the ocean for up to 6 hours while being strafed by Japanese aircraft and
eventually being picked up by the USS Wainright. Hershel survived the
sinking, but sadly at 10:00 a.m. Tuesday, December 4th, we lost him at the
age of 87. He was a member of Plumerville Church of Christ. 

 He is survived by his wife, Reba Chism Miller of Plumerville; brother, Lewis
Miller and wife Gay of Morrilton; sister, Loretta Mehl of Eugene, Oregon;
several nieces and nephews. He was preceded in death by his daughter,
Carolyn Jean Miller. 

 Funeral services will be 10:00 a.m. Saturday, December 8th, at the Harris
Chapel with Bill Chism and Neal Chism officiating. Burial will be at Lanty
Cemetery by Harris Funeral Home of Morrilton. The family will receive friends
one hour prior to the service.
