James E. "Rock" Hagans, age 85, of Morrilton, Arkansas, passed away
Friday, February 3, 2012. He was born August 14, 1926, in Eldon, Missouri, a
son of Abe Hagans and Lillie Mae Bishop Cool. He was a Mason, World War
Il Navy Veteran, of the Protestant faith, and Auto Dealer.



Rock graduated high school at the age of 16 as Valedictorian and joined the
U.S. Navy at the age of 17 where he spent 26 years rising to the rank of Chief
Petty Officer. He earned his College degree from the University of Maryland,
and was commissioned as a U.S. Navy officer. He retired as a Lieutenant
Supply Officer. After retirement from the USN he worked as a real estate
broker in Bremerton, Washington before starting a second career in car sales.
He became owner of Hagans Datsun in December 1974 in Russellville,
bought the Chrysler Dealership in Morrilton in 1977, then acquired Hagans
Dodge Chrysler and Jeep in Russellville 1982, and also Mountain View
Chevrolet in 1995.

Survivors include his wife of 64 years, Bonnie Van Deventer Hagans of
Morrilton; daughter, CDR USN Deborah Williams of Bahrain; sons, Dr. James
E. (Lisa) Hagans lll of Little Rock, Cpl. Jay P. (April) Hagans of Scotland;
Jeffrey F. Hagans of Morrilton; nine grandchildren and four great-
grandchildren.
