She served her country
working in a munitions factory during World War Il. She lost her first husband,
J.Q. Allen, to war-related injuries. Her second husband, Marvin Bailey, was a
prisoner of war during WWII. Johnnie valued her citizenship and participated
in Veterans and Memorial Day celebrations for her entire life. She served as
the local election official and served homemade cookies to voters.

She supported her county and local community and was active in Union Valley
Baptist Church. She was a member of the Perry County Historical and
Genealogical Society assisting with a history book of Perry County. For 60
years Johnnie was associated with the Perry County newspapers writing and
news gathering. She served as her community correspondent for most of that
time. She was a songwriter and author as well as an avid writer of poetry. She
was a member of the Perry County Branch of the Poets Round Table of
Arkansas.

Johnnie’s love of her community was only surpassed by her love for her



family. She considered herself the matriarch of the Wallace clan. Her home
was the gathering place for her large extended family and friends. She
enjoyed hosting her annual birthday party, family Christmas parties, and any
occasion to welcome visitors.

Johnnie was preceded in death by her parents, her husbands, daughter Linda
Bailey Metcalf, and siblings Helen Wallace, Dimple Taylor, Bert Wallace,
Stanley Wallace, Maxine Tindell, and Charlie Wallace.

Johnnie is survived by her son Robert W. Allen and wife Carol, granddaughter
Katharine Allen Adams, great-granddaughters Kate and Olivia, and son-in-law
Buddy Metcalf. She is also survived by a loving host of nieces, nephews, and
extended family.
