He explained to the boys that,
even though they might not win a game all season, the experience
they gained would make them a force to be reckoned with for the
following two years. With this knowledge, the boys began the long
season of defeat. They stayed cheerful but stoic throughout the
season because they knew they were getting better with each loss.
One night they played a team full of 12-year olds that was coached
by a particularly nasty individual named Marvin something-or-other
(his last name escapes me). Marvin not only coached but
sponsored his team. He was a bully and a thoroughly unpleasant
fellow whom nobody liked. What he lacked in social graces, he
made up for with his total disregard for sportsmanship. This
particular night, as he was gleefully running up the score on our
boys, after each inning, he would march his players into the dugout
and holler "What's the score, boys?" To which they would all chant
"15-0!" or "20-0!" and so on. After about four or five innings of this,
he again marched them into the dugout and hollered the question.
But before they could answer, Mel stood up on the bleachers and
bellowed at the top of his lungs "IT'S 31-0 MARVIN, YOU
IGNORANT SON-0F-A-BITCH!! At which point, the whole park
erupted with applause and shouts of "Way to go, Hackett!" At that
moment, he was everybody's hero. While our team went on to win
only one game that year, I'm sure that many of those boys still
remember the night Mr. Hackett made Marvin what's-is-face look
like the total ass he was! Thank you, Mel. I remember your beautiful
family, and my prayers go with them as they face this terrible loss.
