She was a member of Morrilton First Assembly of God church for 68 years.
She loved to work in her flower and vegetable gardens. She took great pride
in her yard. She loved her girls and grandchildren and was a Christian
example for all of them. She was an excellent cook and seamstress devoting
her time as a wife and mother.
