After retirement, “Miss Wanda” was a regular fixture at the Conway County
Care Center and Conway County Free Medical Clinic where she continued
her life of service to Conway County.

Fiercely independent, her daily breakfast and afternoon coffee groups were
especially important to her. The loving care and regular contact with those
groups allowed her to remain in Morrilton until failing health required her 2018
relocation to College Square Independent Living Center in Conway. While
there, she made new friends and continued to maintain and renew her lifelong
Conway County connections.

She was the “Shot Lady” and “Miss Wanda” to the community, but to her
family, she was “Nana”.

She is survived by her children; Bill (Sandy) Pryor of Conway, Mike (Linnette)
